1 Corinthians 1:3-9:  Watch and wait with joyful expectation!  Modern day Christian stewards are like the Corinthian Christians of St. Paul’s day. December 4th – 2nd Sunday in Advent

December 11th – 3rd Sunday in Advent

In this last chapter of Romans Paul is sending his greetings to the saints living in Rome and encouraging them to be faithful witnesses of Jesus so that many others may be saved through the precious Gospel of Jesus.
